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This report refers to quarter 4 of the financial year 2009/10 (1 January 2010 ï 31 March 
2010). 
 
Platform for Success Working with Communities was published on 1 April 2009.  Reviewed, 
refreshed and updated, it continues to promote the Force Mission and our current strategy 
for delivery.  The Force Mission is being achieved through one set of Force Priorities, which 
include crime/disorder and business/organisational issues.  The Force Priorities for 2009/10 
are: 

o Antisocial Behaviour 
o Community Focus 
o Controlled Drugs 
o Force Reputation & Standards 
o National Security 
o Public Protection 
o Road Casualty Reduction 
o Violence 
o Workforce Modernisation. 

 
Grampian Police has adopted the National Intelligence Model (NIM) and utilised this with 
Intelligence Led Policing.  This ensures there are focus, direction and purpose to achieving 
results on our Force Priorities.  This helps focus activity on local crime trends, so that 
informed decisions can be made to deploy Police resources in the most effective way to 
combat issues affecting local communities. 
 
This report is structured around the four 'areas of policing' identified within the Scottish 
Policing Performance Framework (SPPF), i.e. Service Response, Public Reassurance & 
Community Safety, Criminal Justice and Tackling Crime, and Sound Governance and 
Efficiency.  Together, these represent the full range of policing related activities of Grampian 
Police and its partners.  The Control Strategy and Business Strategy Priorities are aligned to 
this framework.

For crime recording and overall supervision, Moray Division is split into Local Policing Areas  
where a Police Inspector is responsible for the policing and community issues of each area.

Service Response 
 
The percentage of calls answered within ten seconds has increased from 90.6% to 96.2% 
year on year. 
 
The speed at which non-emergency calls are answered has fallen below ten seconds for the 
first time. This compares to 13 seconds in 2008/09. 
 
Public Reassurance & Community Safety 
 
Vandalism has decreased by 21.3% (1850 crimes) compared to 2008/09 ï in line with the 
Force Priority of targeting Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB). 
 
The total number of ASB incidents in 2009/10 has fallen by 1863 ï a decrease of more than 
10% year on year. 
 
The number of detected youth crimes has fallen by 16.3% compared to the previous year. 
A major contributory factor in the reduction of juvenile offenders is the role of the Youth 
Justice Management Unit and stronger partnership links with external agencies. 
 
National Security 
 
We are working closely with partners and with religious groups across the Force area in line 
with the strategy of 'Prevent, Pursue, Protect, Prepare.' 
 
Public Protection 
 
The detection rate for racially motivated crimes has increased by 6.4% to 69.3% compared 
to the previous year. The number of racially motivated crimes has risen year on year from 
854 to 879 ï attributed to campaigns to raise awareness among ethnic minorities and 
encourage reporting. 
 
Other Indicators 
 
The detection rate for Crimes of Violence (Group 1) has increased by 9.3% to 87.2% 
compared to 2008/09.  This is considerably above the Scottish average of 63.9%. 
 
The detection rate for crimes of indecency remains above the Scottish average for 2008/09. 
Recorded Group 4 crimes are at the lowest levels for 7 years.  The category ï which 
includes fire-raising, malicious and reckless conduct and vandalism ï decreased by nearly 
20% year on year (1887 fewer crimes). 
 
Road traffic offences also decreased by nearly 20% ï a direct result of intelligence-led 
policing and a proactive focus on key roads. 
 
 

HIGHLIGHTS 
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Criminal Justice & Tackling Crime 
 
More than 19,234 grams of Class A drugs (Heroin, Cocaine, etc) were seized in 2009/10. 
More than 800 searches have been carried out using the new Ferroguard metal detector as 
part of a national anti-knife campaign.  No knives have been recovered and this provides 
reassurance that Grampian is a safe place to live.   
 
Sound Governance & Efficiency 
 
The total workforce has increased from 2420 (2008/09) to 2470 in the current year.  The 
increase was largely in the number of Police Officers, allowing the Force to increase its 
visible presence in our communities. 
 
Savings in procurement have increased by more than 27% compared to the previous year, 
while sponsorship has increased by 12.4%.  This represents a value to the Force of more 
than £365,600 ï a major achievement in the current economic climate. 
 
Number of Drug-Related Deaths 
 
The number of deaths has fallen year on year from 46 to 39. 
 
MORAY DIVISION 
 
Tackling Anti Social Behaviour 
 
The statistics for vandalism offences in Moray Division continues to show a downward trend 
with recorded vandalism at its lowest quarterly total for the last eight quarters. For the 
financial year 2009/2010 there has been 370 fewer vandalisms recorded in Moray.  STORM 
calls relating to anti social behaviour incidents are also showing a downward trend in all call 
types. In Quarter 4 2009/2010 overall calls were down by 24.6% on the same period last 
year.   
 
Violence 
 
Positive steps have been taken in reducing the level of violent crime in Moray Division which 
is down by 44 recorded crimes on last year whilst still retaining a high detection rates of 
80% for Attempted Murder and 89.5% for Serious Assault . 
 
Drug Supply 
 
Although the number of charges for drug supply recorded this quarter has dropped within 
the Division the officers are continuing to target the suppliers of Class A Drugs with the 
assistance of intelligence supplied by members of the public. There were no drug related 
deaths in Moray this quarter. 
 
 
Reducing Road Casualties  
 
The Moray Roads Policing Unit over the last quarter have been proactively tackling the 
problems of Drink Driving, Anti social behaviour of young drivers and  Dangerous or 
Careless driving on a number of fronts through prevention ,education and enforcement to 
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ensure that the current trend of a reduction in the numbers of persons killed or seriously 
injured on the roads in Moray continues.  The anti social behaviour and dangerous driving 
of young drivers continues to be a major factor in road casualties in this area.  There were 
extra challenges relating to the extreme weather conditions affecting the area this quarter 
which were effectively dealt with by Operational Officers and the Roads Policing unit in 
cooperation with partner agencies. 

 
Reducing and Detecting Recorded Crime 
 
In all categories of Group 1 to 4 recorded crimes Moray Division has seen a reduction this 
quarter compared to the same quarter last year.  This reduction is also mirrored in the 
financial year with all Group 1 to 4 crimes showing a 13.8% decrease or the equivalent of 
544 recorded crimes.  The detection rate for Group 3 crimes of dishonesty at 47.5% this 
quarter and Group 1 to 4 crimes of 43.9% is the highest quarterly detection rates for these 
crime groups over the past two years. 
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The area of Service Response relates to how Grampian Police respond to the public.   
The priorities identified to deliver a high standard of Service Response are Community 
Focus and Force Reputation and Standards.

All 3 Divisions' response times were ahead of their targets of 
10 minutes in Aberdeen and 25 minutes in Aberdeenshire and Moray.  
 
During Quarter 4 of 2009/2010, 159 grade 1 calls were responded to in Moray, with 
98.1% responded to within the Force target time.  The average response time for Grade 
1 calls in Moray this quarter was 6 minutes.

The total number of complaints received by the Force increased in quarter 4 to 131, 
although this is the same as quarter 2.  The number of service complaints decreased to 
19, the lowest quarterly number for the last 2 years.  
 
The number of complaints per 10,000 incidents is at the highest level for 2 years.  This 
is due to a combination of the increase in complaints and a reduction in the number of 
STORM incidents dealt with by the Force during quarter 4.   
 
Recording processes have been refined and developed between 2007 and 2009 with the 
implementation of a new complaints definition and an increase in awareness 
internally.  As a consequence, the Force has experienced an increase in recorded 
complaints, however, a large proportion are resolved at the time of recording.  Analysis 
has established that while more complaints are recorded across the Force, there is no 
increase in the severity of the allegations, with the vast majority of complaints relating 
to customer satisfaction issues. 
  
In future, the number of complaints will be reported in comparison to per 10,000 
population rather than incidents.  The increase in complaints over the last 2 years has 
also been a result of improved recording practices.  This should give a clearer picture 
on the context of complaints. 
 
No Divisional information is supplied relative to complaints. 
 

 

 

2.2 FORCE REPUTATION AND STANDARDS 
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User Satisfaction with Service Provided (NI) (PPR) 
 
Statistics on the level of Service User Satisfaction are required to be reported on an 
annual basis to the Scottish Government and other authorities.  This has involved 
telephone surveys conducted by the Force Service Centre, which aim to conduct 200 
surveys each month (600 per quarter), of individuals who have been in contact with 
Grampian Police.  Statistics for previous quarters are regularly updated, as surveys for 
previous quarters are completed.  Statistics for the current quarter will also change in 
subsequent quarters once all surveys are completed. 
 
During quarter 4, 660 took part in the survey.  A total of 2669 were surveyed for 2009/10 
out of 2885 people contacted, giving a 92.5% response rate.   

 

Service User Satisfaction has increased during quarter 4, with 94.3% of those surveyed 
reporting they were satisfied with initial Police contact.

The level of drugs seized during quarter 4 has increased slightly from quarter 3.  The 
higher number of Supply and Possession with Intent to Supply charges can be attributed 
to the activity that took place during Operation Sirius, a Force wide initiative during 
quarter 4 which was conducted by a variety of uniformed and Drug Squad Officers.  
 
Operation Sirius was conducted over a five week period between February and March 
and allowed for a more focussed approach to increasing the level of drug enforcement 
activity across the Force area.  In total, 74 Drug Search Warrants were executed with 43 
yielding positive results.  In addition, 723 Stop Searches were conducted with 169 being 
positive (23.4%).   Together these efforts resulted in 127 Drug Supply and 354 Drug 
Possession charges being libelled and in excess of £51,000 in cash seized from 
criminals.   
 
During Operation Sirius, over 2 kilograms of Class A drugs were seized and along with 
other illegal drugs, the total street value was £256,622.   The types of drugs seized from 
local dealers included:  

 1413 grams of Heroin with a street value of £141,170 

 418 grams of Crack Cocaine with a street value of £52,375 

 317 grams of Cocaine with a street value of £22,550 

 869 grams of Cannabis Resin with a street value of £2,890 

 1568 grams of Herbal Cannabis with a street value of £10,380 

 82 Cannabis plants with a street value of £22,600.

4.2 VIOLENCE 
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 The level of priority violence crime within Moray Division this quarter is 17 crimes 
less than the corresponding quarter last year with 16 crimes recorded.  The 
detection rate at 81.3% is just below the baseline of 82.4% but there are crimes 
which are still under enquiry which may improve this rate. 

 Priority violence crime for  2009/2010 is down by 44 recorded crimes compared to 
2008/2009. 

 The breakdown of violent crime within the Division for this quarter was Attempted 
Murder - 1 charge which is currently undetected, Serious Assault  - 11 charges 
with a 72.7% detection rate, Assault and Robbery - 3 charges with a 100% 
detection rate  Rape - 1 charges with a 100% detection rate.
