	In absence update - A number of engagement events were held.  The first was a workshop run by Architect Design Scotland, which was attended by a number of business owners and community representatives.  The feedback from the workshop demonstrated that there was a lot of support for a replacement crossing.  A survey to gauge opinion on the location of the bridge was carried out, however, the survey was not a vote that would result in the most popular choice being taken forward.  A virtual exhibition was held to inform the public of the options appraisal process and the preferred option.  It was made clear to community representatives and the community that the best value option would be taken forward.  The option appraisal was a necessary part of developing the business case required to secure funding for the bridge.  A member of the Community Council sits on the Steering Group for the development of the bridge.
